ROSH HASHANA

Rosh Hashana marks the Jewish New Year, taking 
place the first and second days of Tishrei, the first 
month of each year. Literally translated as ‘the head 
of the year’, it commemorates the creation of the 
first man and woman, Adam and Eve.
The crucial message of Rosh Hashana is about 
humanity and corporeal accomplishment, which 
represent G–d’s purpose of creation. However, 
despite the power of man in a physical world, we 
must be cognisant of our reliance upon G–d, the 
source of our existence. The main Mitzvah, to be 
observed on Rosh Hashana is to hear a sounding of 
the Shofar, a ram’s horn. This tradition symbolises 
awakening; the return of the Jewish Nation to G–d 
in the days before Mashiach, who will be signalled by 
the Great Shofar. It also manifests the coronation 
of G–d as King of the Universe. It is vital to the 
day, and as such, one who does not hear the Shofar 
in synagogue should hear 30 sounds of the Shofar 
before nightfall.

YOM KIPPUR

Yom Kippur is a solemn day in the Jewish calendar, 
for it is the holiest day in the year, a Day of 
Atonement. The day presents an opportunity to 
turn inwards, and search one’s thoughts, speech, 
and behaviour over the past year, regret misdeeds, 
and accept positive resolutions for the year to 
come. The power of introspection on this day is 
immense, because we reach an extraordinary level 
of connection to G–d and to our souls, through the 
capacity of the day itself. For this reason, we fast, do 
not bathe or anoint ourselves, do not wear leather 
shoes and abstain from marital relations. We pray 
that the Almighty grants us forgiveness and ‘seals’ us 
for a year ahead filled with goodness and blessing.
